Welcome back to pre-school and a very busy half term. 

Our theme is “Summer” which will offer the children a variety of activities to 

experience both inside and hopefully outside the pre-school. Weather permitting 

we will be taking the sand and water-play outside, exploring the field for “mini 

beasts” and practicing basic ball skills. The children will be helping produce a 

seaside wall display, sorting and counting “Mini beasts” (plastic) and making and 

decorating sand castles. The role-play area will be a “Camping site” equipped with 

tents, sleeping bags and cooking utensils etc. 

  

Weather: It is not staff policy to apply sun cream so please do so before coming 

to pre-school on very hot days and also ensure that your child brings in a named 

sun hat. We always like to take advantage of any good weather and go outside. 

As we intend to spend as much time as possible out doors for safety reasons 

please send your children in sensible shoes.  

 

Cleaning: As usual we will be asking for help with the annual clean. Janet will be 

putting up a list of items which will need cleaning over the summer. It is usually 

filled up by parents of the children who will be returning in September but 

others are welcome to offer. Some times people choose things their child likes to 

play with and they clean it at the last minute……some prefer to clean it and 

return it immediately so it’s not taking up space. If you wish to, items can be 

returned on Friday morning 17th July when the staff will be cleaning the 

equipment.

The staff are busy completing end of year reports for all the children (copies will 

be sent out) towards the end of the term.
